Hwang Prevails in 3-Minute Thesis 

Graduate student Woosang Hwang, a PhD student in     

Human Development and Family Science, took home this 

year’s 3-Minute Thesis title at the university-wide         

competition held on February 20. The contest challenges 

grad students to explain the nature, significance, and     

inherent interest of their research, in language accessible 

to non-specialists, in just three minutes.  Judging the event 

were Prof. Amanda Brown (LLL), Dr. Dan Olson-Bang 

(Career Services), and Prof. Steve Sawyer (iSchool).

If you have a Graduate (TA, RA, or               

administrative) Assistantship, you will 

be getting a raise next year! As         

reported at the GSO Senate meeting 

on February 15, the administration has 

agreed to increase assistantship       

stipends by 2.5% across all schools and 

colleges. All graduate students 

(including new admits) who have a 

benefits-eligible TA/GA/RA position qualify for the increase.  

 After four consecutive years of increases (2014-17), SU’s minimum stipend 

has now achieved parity with a group of 28 peer institutions used for           

benchmarking in determining GA stipends. However,       

average stipends amounts at SU continue to lag behind 

the peer group. According to data gathered by the admin-

istration, approximately 75% of SU’s graduate assistants 

are earning above the minimum. The GSO will continue to    

prioritize this issue in discussions with the administration.
